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SCHOOL DISCIPLINE POLICY

The Baulkham Hills North Discipline Policy is comprised of the following components:

• Explicit teaching to develop Core Values and their associated quality behaviours;

• Positive outcomes and recognition for students who choose to demonstrate quality behaviour; 

• Consistent and logical consequences when behaviour expectations are not met;

• Teacher documentation of significant infringements by students of the school rules;

• Open communication with parents regarding students' behaviour; 

• Help from executive teachers for students who need support to behave appropriately to reflect upon the unwise choices they have made. These students are then assisted to develop a plan of responsible and effective behaviour;

• Individualised behaviour plans, with specific behaviour goals, to support and monitor students who are learning how to make more responsible behaviour choices;

• The provision of a safe environment for students. If a student's behaviour endangers other students, that student will be removed from the playground or classroom until the student is able to behave in a way that does not infringe the rights of other students to learn or to play.

• Students who are persistently disobedient or disruptive and who are harming the learning opportunities of others or who are being abusive verbally or physically may be suspended in accordance with Department of Education and Training procedures. They will not have had to receive prior Warnings for this to happen. Students may be on individual behaviour programs to suit their needs.

• Students who are violent or acting illegally will be immediately suspended.
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
